[bookmark: _Hlk195624424]For Boat Owners - please note that the boat license requirements have changed.

1. Holders of speed boat licenses can now collect their new Small Craft Operator license from Floor 4 at the Ministry of Tourism, Warrens. 
You will need your old license, ID and a photo taken.
2. Renewal of your boat permit if registered in Barbados.
3. You will now be issued a credit card like license for your boat - Small Commercial Craft Registration. Your operator’s license references your boat registration - they are tied together.

You will need:
a. Your new operator’s license
b. Your insurance
c. Your marine survey
d. Your passport.
e. Have your photo taken
f. Pay $100

This means you must on this first registration - do it in person! 
You cannot do this in absentia. Those leaving soon might want to take this into consideration and do both at the same time.

[bookmark: _Hlk195624486]You will have noted that Sandals have begun demolition at their property next door. Some residents have requested information. Alan Birkett, our COO, has been able to access the plans. His comments follow. Please note - these plans have been approved by Barbados authorities and are not open to change or discussion.

The buildings (most of them) will be seven (7) stories tall.
Sandals are stepping back from their Northern boundary to allow space to increase the size of the public car park which would have been a prerequisite from the government.
The entire stretch along their Northern boundary will be buildings for accommodation.
To the south of the said building is a car park and closer towards the beach a pool.
The restaurant cluster is located along the Speightstown bypass road and is a good distance away from the buildings.
All traffic enters and exits the main entrance which is nowhere near us.
The central facilities, conference rooms etc. are located south of the center of the property, this is also where the tennis courts etc. are located.
The water park will be located in the middle of the property.

We will be bolstering our planting along our border with fast growing dense plants to mitigate any extra noise, although in Alan’s opinion there is nothing on our border which should negatively impact our property.
